PROCEDURE

1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.
Carefully read and understand all instructions before attempting installation.
Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim.
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2. Locate and install the two Center Passenger Brackets (3) using the provided Spacer Plate (4), M8 hardware (17-19), and
Self Tapping Screws (14) onto the OEM mounting studs. See Figures 2 & 3 for reference.

Note: On the early models of the vehicle, factory holes used with the Self Tapping Screws may be missing. If necessary, use
the provided M8 Rivet Nuts (28) and Rivet Nut Installation Tool (29). Early models may also be missing factory studs.
M8 Rivet Nuts can be used in place of the factory studs. See Rivet Nut Installation if needed.

Place the bracket in the mounting location and align any existing factory holes
with the holes in the bracket.

Using the bracket as a template, mark the locations of new holes on the rocker
panel.

For each rivet nut, drill a 9/16” hole. For some brackets, existing factory holes will
need to be enlarged to 9/16”.

Insert M8 Rivet Nut (28) into drilled hole.
Apply pressure onto the Rivet Nut using the provided Installation Tool (29).

Using an M8 flat washer, screw a M8 hex head screw through the installation
tool and rivet nut, and tighten the screw while applying pressure with the hand tool to
install the Rivet Nut. See Figure 1 for reference.

Repeat for every drilled hole as needed.

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3. Locate and install the Rear Passenger Bracket (3) using the provided Spacer (5), Rear Passenger Spacer (6), M8 hardware
(10-12), and M8 Bolt and Nut Plate (4) onto the OEM mounting holes. See Figure 5 & 6 for reference.

Note: Removal of the OEM plastic retainer is needed to be able to mount the bracket. See Figure 4 for reference.
4. Refer to the installation sheet included with the Grate Steps Running Boards for running board installation instructions.

5. Align and adjust the brackets as needed. Tighten and torque all hardware once the running boards have been installed to
the provided torque specs: M8 hardware to 18 ft 1bs, M10 hardware to 38 ft Ibs, and M12 hardware to 65 ft Ibs.
